Mr. Newberry stated the Fire District is looking to possibly increase the tax with a ballot measure next April and he would be providing a presentation to the City before the end of the year.   Mr. Newberry noted he was looking to offset the higher tax levy with attempting to lower the ISO rating to lower insurance rates but neither would happen immediately.  Mr. Newberry explained before this would occur he would have to educate the individuals internally before going to the public to ask for the increase in the tax levy.
