JULY 20, 2010

Item 1 call to order
The meeting was called to order at 7:01pm by Mayor Aaron Kruse. The Aldermen present were Scott Anderson, Shawn Billings, Stephen
Esterline, Michael Goldenberg, Debra Hickey, and Carolyn Poole.

Item 2 pledge allegiance
Everyone rose and recited the pledge of allegiance to the United States of America.

Item 3 announcements
All announcements were submitted in writing to the Board of Aldermen.

Item 4 Mayor’s report
The Mayor’s report was submitted in writing to the Board of Aldermen.

Item 5 consent agenda

A motion was made by Debra Hickey to approve the consent agenda which includes July 6, 2010 minutes; bills to pay in the amount of
$43500.92; June 2010 sewer billing adjustments in the amount of $-23538.72; June 2010 bank reconciliations; June 2010 financials; and
committee and employee reports.

Item 7 citizen input

Item 8a Anderson Engineering updates

Neil Brady, with Anderson Engineering, informed the Board that there was $250,000 left over from the DNR/SRF Force Main Project. DNR
has stated that the City can use the remaining money to create an Inflow and Infiltration Project. He then introduced Andy Novinger, with
Anderson Engineering, whom is currently working on the proposed 1&I Project. Andy addressed the Board. He stated that according to
reports received from the City, approximately 65,000 gallons of I&I entered the sewer system on July 12" because of the instant rain storm that
day. That rain goes through regional and then the City has to pay for that I&I to Springfield. A motion was made by Stephen Esterline to
authorize Anderson Engineering to prepare a preliminary design and proposal for the proposed DNR/SRF I&I Project. The motion was
seconded by Michael Goldenberg.

The Board of Aldermen was in consensus to have Battlefield and Republic move forward to possibly
incorporate community animal control.

Administrator as Chief Purchasing Agent and that he be authorized to purchase up to $2500 without prior approval from the Board of
Aldermen; that the Mayor be authorized to assume the position in the absence of the City Administrator; and the Chief of Police be authorized
to purchase up to $1500 without prior approval of the Chief Purchasing Agent. The motion was seconded by Debra Hickey. A roll call vote
was taken with Scott Anderson aye, Shawn Billings aye, Stephen Esterline nay, Michael Goldenberg aye, Debra Hickey aye, and Carolyn
Poole aye.
